COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS




APRIL 4, 2016
HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Monday April 4, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Jim Hardwick, Tom Tveit, Norm Weaver, and Bill M. Abernathy present.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Emergency Manager Rob Fines, and Sheriff Mike Leidholt were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 
AGENDA:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the agenda. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Weaver and seconded by Hardwick to approve the minutes of the March 21, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed. 
PUBLIC HEARING:  LOT AB1 & AB2: 5:35 time set for a public hearing to consider a quit claim deed from Hughes County to Rex Riis and Jim Riis for Lot AB1 and a Quit Claim deed from Hughes County to BKS, LLC for Lot AB2. Nobody appeared to testify.  Motion by Hardwick and seconded by Weaver to table until Riis’ and Spears can settle on taxes paid by Riis’ for both Lots.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MOBILE CRISIS RESPONSE: Moved by Tveit and seconded by Hardwick to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the Mobile Crisis Response Agreement with Stanley County and Capital Area Counseling Services pending Stanley County’s participation, or amend the agreement to Hughes County and Capital Area Counseling Services participating if Stanley County declines. All voted aye.  Motion passed.
 Chairman Inman left the meeting. 

FIRST READING FOR BREITAG:  Day Breitag is requesting to rezone and plat her property for the purpose of splitting the property into four (4) parcels to be sold to family members for residential living.  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve holding a public hearing on Monday, April 18th at 5:35 pm to consider rezoning to AG B2 and plat Breitag Subdivision Lots 1-4 a Subdivision of the N1/2 N1/2 NE and the SE NE NE Sec 26 112-81.  All voted aye. Motion passed.  
CONSIDERATION OF PLAT FOR WITTE TRACT :  Roger & Samantha Witte are requesting a plat for Witte Tract 1 in SW NE and the NW SE Sec 2 110-79.  First Reading to be at a Joint City/County meeting on April 19th at Pierre City hall.
JAIL HEAT:  Sheriff Leidholt informed Commissioners the Jail Technology room needs the air conditioning unit replaced.  He believes the design of cooling this room was not properly done when the jail was built.  Commissioners asked Hipple to draft a letter to Ace Engineering reviewing the design.  Commissioners requested Leidholt to obtain bids for a new unit.

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to accept the resignation of Danny Salter, Corrections Officer at the Jail and authorize advertising for a replacement.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.  
FIRST READING:  REGULATION OF FIRE HAZARDS:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Weaver to hold a Public Hearing on April 18th at 5:30 pm on the proposed ordinance. 
MOSQUITO CONTROL AGREEMENT: This Agreement between the City of Pierre and Hughes County would provide Mosquito management in the county with the City providing labor and materials for mosquito larviciding.  Moved by Abernathy seconded by Weaver to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the Mosquito Management agreement as written.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
