COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS




MARCH 21, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Monday March 21, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Norm Weaver, Bill M. Abernathy, Jim Hardwick and Tom Tveit present. States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner, Director of Equalization Melissa Flottmeyer, Emergency Manager Rob Fines and Sheriff Mike Leidholt were also present. The meeting began with prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the agenda adding Consult with Counsel to the Executive Session.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the minutes of the March 7, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed. 

ABATEMENT: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the abatement for a Disabled Veteran Exemption at Stoesers Subdivision Block 5 Lot 1 for $1,687.51.  He missed the deadline to apply for the Disabled Veterans Exemption for 2015 payable in 2016.    All voted aye.  Motion passed.
PERSONNEL:   Moved by Abernathy and seconded to Tveit approve promoting Brian Harty from Corrections Officer to Corrections Corporal Pay Grade 15 Step 5 $20.12 per hour starting March 25, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
 
Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve promoting Chad Seidel from Corrections Officer to Juvenile Shelter Supervisor Grade 15 Step 3 $19.15 per hour starting April 2, 2016. All voted aye.  Motion passed.
 
 Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the resignation of Danette Cronin, Juvenile Shelter Supervisor effective April 1, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
Discussion with the Sheriff about restructuring the pay grades for sergeants, corporals, and deputies. 

PUBLIC HEARING FOR STRUTHERS: 5:35 hearing - time set for a public hearing to consider a request from Scott Struthers to rezone NW SW Sec 14 111-78 to PUD to construct a guest house attached to the existing storage building for non-paying friends and family. Attorney Edward Hruska representing Struthers was present to answer any questions.  Nobody appeared to testify. Commissioner Tveit brought up a concern with ongoing verification that this property is not being used for commercial purposes.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve Ordinance 2016-03 amending Ordinance 1997-03.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
MOBILE CRISIS RESPONSE: Ted Parsons representing Capitol Area Counseling explained a proposed Mobile Crisis Response Unit and how it works and produces better results than the current involuntary commitment process.  The service area would be Hughes and Stanley County.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the Mobile Crisis Response Unit beginning April 1, 2016 and developing an agreement with all entities.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.    
OAHE ACRES ROAD MAINTENANCE:  Mike Schmidt representing his mother Lois Schmidt requested Hughes to assume responsibility for the road maintenance on Clover Road in Oahe Acres. Moved by Hardwick seconded by Weaver to deny the request.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. Commissioner Tveit discussed the possibility of implementing a road maintenance fee on the subdivision roads the county currently maintains.
CONSIDERATION OF PLAT OF LOT 12R FALCON RIDGE SUBDIVISION:  Jerry Graves is requesting a plat to combine Lots 12 & 14 forming Lot 12R for the purpose of constructing a new residential home and a detached storage/horse building.   Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve Plat of 12R a replat of Lots 12 & 14 Falcon Ridge Subdivision N1/2 SE & NE Sec 15 111-79.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
HUGHES COUNTY WEBSITE:  The Commission authorized Hipple to upgrade the current website with Factor 360.
LOTS AB1 AND AB2 in Blocks 73, 74 & 75 Wells Second Addition and Block 9 of Park Addition.  

States Attorney Kloeppner advised the commission to follow statue and surplus the property.  The Commission requested Hipple to proceed preparing a quit claim deed from Hughes County to the adjoining land owners, and draft a letter to the Department of Transportation concerning the process of abandoning right of way properties.
