COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





AUGUST 15, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Monday August 15, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Jim Hardwick, Norm Weaver, Bill Abernathy, and Tom Tveit present.  City Mayor Laurie Gill and City Commissioners Blake Barringer, Steve Harding, and Jamie Huizenga appeared for the Joint City/County discussions.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Sheriff Mike Leidholt, Emergency Manager Rob Fines, City Planner Sharon Pruess and City Engineer John Childs were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the agenda.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the minutes of the August 1, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed. 

JOINT CITY/COUNTY COMMSSION MEETING

PLAT OF LOT 1R BLOCK 1 FARM ISLAND VEIW ESTATES:  Louis and Desirae Van Roekel are requesting a Plat of Lot 1R, Block 1, Farm Island View Estates, a replat of Lot 1, Block 1 and a subdivision of the NW 1/4  lying north of Highway, Section 7-T110N-R78W.  Hipple informed the Board that a deed had been filed transferring ownership of Lot 1, Block 1 from Van Roekels to Charles and Allison Richardson and that the plat had been revised to reflect the new ownership. States Attorney Kloppner advised that the plat should go back to the Joint Planning Commission for reconsideration in light of the new ownership. Commissioner Tveit asked how the Commission can approve this plat when a property transfer has already occurred on the original lot. Hipple responded that it is not unlike other plats where a property owner is purchasing adjoining property and replatting to incorporate it into their lot. The property owner’s attorneys will be responsible to ensure the legal steps are taken to clarify property ownership.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Huizenga to approve and the Plat of Lot 1R Block 1 Farm Island View Estates in NW1/4  north of Highway Sec 7 110-78 contingent upon the future approval of the Joint Planning Commission.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
JOINT PLAT OF WITTE TRACT 1A:  Roger and Samantha Witte are requesting a Plat of Witte Tract 1A, a replat of Witte Tract 1 in the SW1/4  NE1/4 & the NW1/4  SE1/4  and a portion of Tract 6, M.G.K. Addition in the NE1/4  SE1/4  & the SE1/4  NE1/4  all of Section 2-110-79. Moved by Gill and seconded by Weaver  to approve the plat of Witte Tract 1A in NE SE & SE NE Sec 2 110-79.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

SPENCER TRACT 1 & 2 REZONING AND PLATTING PUBLIC HEARING: TIME SET FOR 5:45 PM to consider Ordinance 2016-06 to rezone a portion of the Pierre Canal in Section 12 & 13 T111 R79 from AgB to Planned Unit Development and plat to Spencer Tract 1 & 2.  The proposal comes from Jim and Barbara Beastrom. Nobody appeared to testify.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the plat of Spencer Tract 1 & 2 in Sec 12 & 13 111-79 via Resolution 2016-09 and authorize the Chairman to sign Ordinance 2016-06 to rezone to PUD.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

LOT A-R1 through A-R6 REZONING AND PLATTING PUBLIC HEARING:  TIME SET FOR 5:50 PM to consider Ordinance 2016-07 to rezone Lot A from Local Business to Residential #2-C and plat lots A-R1 to A-R6.   The petitioner is Darrel Beck. Beck indicated he would construct the drainage ditch on the west side of Lot A to engineer’s specifications. Hipple told the Commission that we would issue building permits on these lots once the property pins were set, but would not issue an occupancy permit until all the improvements in the project were completed by the developer. Nobody else appeared to testify.  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign Ordinance 2016-07 to rezone and Resolution 2016-10 plat Lots A-R1 to A-R6 in Government Lot 2, Section 4-112-80 contingent upon collecting all the required signatures.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
PLAT OF Bergeson Tract 1 & 2:  John Bergeson is requesting a Plat of Bergeson Tract 1&2, in the SW1/4 & the NW1/4 of Section 25-111-77. Jake Etzkorn appeared in favor of the proposal. Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve Resolution 2016-11 for the plat of Bergeson Tract 1&2, in the SW1/4 & the NW1/4 lying south of the railroad less Lot 1, DeMoulin’s Acreage in Section 25-111-77.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
SPRING CREEK:  Frank Droz appeared before the board expressing concerns with the property located at 224 Hunter Avenue owned by Curt Underhill. Droz is concerned with the weeds and construction supplies around the property and that the building is not completed and that Underhill is working on the building without a building permit. The Commission discussed several options but took no action.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT STATE & LOCAL AGREEMENT:  The office of Emergency Management is awarding Hughes County funding to be used for salary and administrative costs related to the operation of the emergency management organization during 2017.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to accept and authorize Chairman Inman to sign this agreement. All voted aye. Motion passed.

DOT REQUEST FOR SUPPORT:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the chairman to sign Resolution 2016-06 in support of the efforts of SDDOT to expand the interim National Multimodal Freight Network proposed by SDDOT. 
BUDGET DISCUSSION: Commissioner Hardwick expressed concern that the only fire truck at the DeGrey Fire Station was a 1970’s vintage grass rig. He suggested the Commission add $50,000 to the rural fire budget to purchase a newer grass rig for DeGrey contingent upon that Department becoming incorporated, either separately or with another department. The rest of the Commission agreed to tentatively include those funds in the provisional budget.
