COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





APRIL 18, 2016
HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Monday April 18, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Jim Hardwick, Norm Weaver, Bill M. Abernathy and Tom Tveit.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Sheriff Mike Leidholt, Emergency Manager Rob Fines, and States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the agenda adding letter for visas. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the minutes of the April 4, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed. 

REGULATION OF FIRE HAZARDS:  Time set for a public hearing to consider Ordinance 2016-04 Burn Ban Ordinance.  The new ban would follow the National Weather Service Grassland Fire Danger Index.  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the chairman to sign Ordinance 2016-04 modifying the draft removing the High level category.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 

PLANNING AND ZONING:   5:35 PM – Time set for a public hearing to consider a request from Day Breitag to rezone and plat her property for the purpose of splitting the property into four (4) parcels to be sold to family members for residential living.  Nobody appeared to testify.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve Ordinance 2016-05 rezoning to AG B2 and the plat of Breitag Subdivision Lots 1-4 a Subdivision of the N1/2 N1/2 NE and the SE NE NE Sec 26 112-81 amending Ordinance 1997-03. All voted aye. Motion passed.   
LOT AB1 & AB2: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve and authorize the chairman to sign a quit claim deed and release of liability from Hughes County to Rex Riis and Jim Riis for Lot AB1 and a Quit Claim deed and a release of liability from Hughes County to BKS, LLC for Lot AB2.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign a letter to the Secretary of DOT concerning the current process of abandoning highway right of way property.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

PERSONNEL: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve hiring Sarah Burger part time as a  Corrections Officer at the Juvenile Detention Center, Grade 14 Step Minimum $16.07  per hour starting April 19, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 

HAZMAT PLAN AGREEMENT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve hiring Derek Hanson, DBA Heartland Consulting Group, LLC to provide research and services for Hazardous Materials Response Plan, to be paid using Homeland Grant funds.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
JAIL CONTRACT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to authorize the Chairman to sign a contract with Faulk County for use the Hughes County Jail in the amount of $80 per day. All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
CELL TOWER ACCESS AGREEMENT:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the chairman to sign an agreement with Cingular Wireless to access their tower.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
ABATEMENT:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve abatement for Jayme Deis at 521 E Missouri; Second Railway Addition Block 1 E82’.5’ of Lot 30 for $86.39, a garage that was removed in May of 2015.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
NEWSPAPER RACK IN COURTHOUSE: Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to give permission to have a newspaper machine placed in the basement for a trial period of 60 days.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
