COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS




OCTOBER 3, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Vice Chairman Jim Hardwick called the Monday October 3, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Norm Weaver and Bill M. Abernathy present. Commissioners Roger Inman and Tom Tveit were absent for personal reasons.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Highway Superintendent Mike Meyer, States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner, Roxanne Hammond, and Sheriff Mike Leidholt were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the agenda.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the minutes of the September 19, 2016 meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed.
MOTORGRADER PACKER BID: Highway Superintendent Mike Meyer recommends purchasing two additional packers/rollers from bids received and opened on January 13, 2016.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to accept the bid from LyCox Enterprises, Inc. for two (2) WR 90 Series 3 Oscillator Walk n Roll packers $25,195.00 for each.  All voted aye.  Motion passed
LOADER PURCHASE:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the purchase of a CAT 950M Wheel Loader from NJPA Contract# 03251-CAT for $244,122.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

COUNTY HIGHWAY TRANSPORTATION PLAN HEARING:  Highway Superintendent Mike Meyers presented the County Transportation Plan. Nobody appeared to testify.  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve adoption.  All voted aye. Motion passed.

VENNER PLAT:  Mark Venner appeared before the commission to discuss his recent plat and covenant on Lots 3A and 3B of Venner’s Peoria Heights. Jay and Jean Peterson also participated by phone. The Petersons said Venner had accepted a purchase agreement using the old legal description and the new plat had changed that legal description. The difference in legal description is causing issues with their financing. They are also concerned with the limitation in the covenants on a building permit until the lots are replatted. In an effort to resolve those issues, Weaver moved and seconded by Abernathy to acknowledge Venner’s intent to vacate the most recent plat per SDCL 11-3-16 and to approve voiding the covenants contingent upon that vacation being filed with the Register of Deeds. All voted aye. Motion passed.

POINT OF DISTRIBUTION CONTRACT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the Point of Distribution contract and authorize the Emergency Manager to sign. All voted aye. Motion passed.

PERSONNEL:   Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve moving the Assistant Sates Attorney position from Pay Grade 21 to Pay Grade 22.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve hiring Roxanne Hammond as the Assistant States Attorney, Grade 22 Step 1 $$64,965.12 annually starting October 24, 2016. 
Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to accept the resignation of Candace Spaid as a full time JSC corrections officer to part time effective October 6, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.  

Moved by an Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve hiring Sarah Burger as a full time JSC corrections officer for JS Pay Grade 14 Step 5 $18.63 per hour starting date of October 7, 2016.  All voted aye.   Motion passed.

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve hiring Dalton Sack as a deputy Sheriff Pay Grade 16 Step Min starting October 12, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
ENHANCEMENT DISTRICT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to have the Chairman sign the “Joint Cooperative Agreement and Financial Commitment” for the Central South Dakota Enhancement District support in 2015 in the amount of $13,344.84 for 2017. All voted aye. Motion passed.
APPROVE VERIFIED CLAIMS: Moved Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve all claims.  All voted aye. Motion passed.
