COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS




JANUARY 17, 2017 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Norm Weaver called the Tuesday January 17, 2017 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Roger Inman, Tom Tveit, and Bill Abernathy present. Commissioner Hardwick was absent. County Manager Kevin Hipple, Sheriff Mike Leidholt, Emergency Manager Rob Fines, and States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner were also present.  The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

OATH OF OFFICE:  Judge John Brown administered the Oath of Office to Commissioner Norm Weaver.

AGENDA:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the agenda. All voted aye.  Motion passed.
MINUTES: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve the minutes of the January 3, 2017 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed. 

DEPUTY STATE’S ATTORNEY CONTRACT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the agreement for legal Services with Daniel J. Todd to prosecute Abuse and Neglect cases in Hughes County, not to exceed $40,000 for January 1, 2017 to December 31, 2017.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
WEIGHT LIMITS: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve the following resolution and authorize the Chairman to sign the resolution and a letter to the Highway Patrol. All voted aye. Motion passed.

HUGHES COUNTY RESOLUTION NO. 2017 – 2
WEIGHT LIMIT ENFORCEMENT

WHEREAS, seasonal climatic changes can be detrimental to our highways, and 

WHEREAS, the Hughes County Board of County Commissioners, desires to protect existing Hughes County Highways, ultimately saving tax dollars and,

WHEREAS, the Hughes County Board of County Commissioners, desire the enforcement of weight limitations on Hughes County roads as set forth and posted by the Hughes County Highway Superintendent.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED;


WHEREAS the limits on Hughes County highways shall be set at seven (7) ton per axle on all asphalt surface roads and six (6) ton per axle on all blotter and gravel roads during spring thaw period and when limit signs are in place. That the South Dakota Highway Patrol is and hereby is authorized and requested to enforce weight limitations on Hughes County roads.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the penalty for the violation of the load restrictions shall be as set forth in SDCL 32-22-55.

ANTENNA TOWER LEASE AGREEMENT: Moved Abernathy and seconded by Inman to authorize the Commission chairman to sign lease agreements for Antenna Tower Leases for Hyde County, City of Fort Pierre Fire Dept., City of Fort Pierre, Four Corners Fire Dept., Mid Dakota Rural Water, and Stanley County. Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve hiring Jesse Parson as Corrections Officer for the Jail, Grade 14 Step Minimum $16.55 per hour starting January 17, 2017.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
JAIL CONTRACTS: Moved by Inman and seconded by Tveit to authorize the Chairman to sign contracts with Faulk, Haakon, Jones, Hyde, Sully, Stanley, and Potter Counties for using the Hughes County Jail in the amount of $80 per day, and contracts with Brule, Buffalo, Jackson, Haakon, Lyman, Jones, Potter, Mellette, Hyde, Sully, Stanley and Gregory Counties for using the Hughes County Juvenile Services Center in the amount of $220 per day.  All voted aye. Motion passed.
