COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





JULY 5, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Vice Chairman Jim Hardwick called the Monday July 5, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Norm Weaver, Tom Tveit, and Bill M. Abernathy were present. Commissioner Roger Inman was absent for personal reasons.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Maintenance Supervisor Brett Nieman, and Sheriff Mike Leidholt were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance.
AGENDA: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the agenda. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Weaver and seconded by Tveit to approve the minutes of the June 20, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed.

SPECIAL BUSINESS:  The Commissioners recognized Tatum Richards, daughter of States Attorney Victim/Witness Assistant Denise Richards as a recipient of a scholarship on behalf of the SD Association of County Commissioners.  

SPRING CREEK SPECIFICATIONS:  Derek McTighe, engineer from Brosz Engineering presented an  agreement for engineering services to provide consultation in conjunction with the preparation of bidding documents for Hughes County to sell/surplus the existing water and sewer system in the Spring Creek area.  Hughes County will offer the system for sale with the plans from 2002. Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve hiring Brosz engineering for not more than $14,850 and proceed cautiously with the least expense, with a completion date of October 1, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
